Achieving and maintaining wellness is a task thatós never finished. Thatós why a healthy lifestyle is so 
important. Weóre here to help you regardless of your starting point with a variety of classes and programing 
to keep you healthy in spirit, mind and body! 

During 2013 we partnered with Cameron Memorial Community Hospital to kick off the Cameron RX 
Program to offer members doctor prescribed YMCA memberships at a low cost. This program was 
designed to grant memberships at a reduced rate to patients referred by Cameron's Active Medial 
Staff who demonstrated a need for continued care or to improve their overall heath and well-being.  

We participated in the pilot program for Active Science, a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Program 
that focused on promoting physical activity and academic achievement in school aged children. 

The Y strengthened Healthy Living initiatives by partnering with Shape Up Steuben and Parkview LIVE 
on various programing and special events.  

Giving back and supporting our neighbors is part of what makes the Y 
the Y. Weóre a community and we lend a hand where we can. With our 
door open to all, we work every day to bridge the gaps that divide 
people and neighborhoods across Steuben County and the 
surrounding area and to bring our cause to the people and 
neighborhoods that need us most. With our members, volunteers, 
staff and partners, we take on the most urgent needs in our 
community and inspire a spirit of service in everyone we touch.  

More than 20 volunteers raised $42,000 during the 2013 
annual campaign. The money raised helped to provide 
membership to local individuals and families who otherwise 
could not afford it. 

Through our many partnerships and collaborations with Trine 
University, we opened our doors to Trine Students on Thursday 
nights for ð Trine Nightsñ. This was an opportunity  for any 
Trine students to use the facility for free.  

Our A.O.A. (Active Older Adultós) events are a way to keep 
seniors active and engaged as well as to provide education on 
needed resources to maintain their quality of life.  

Our Day Camp assisted in maintaining Peace Lutheran Churchós  
community garden on a weekly bases.  This helped to teach our 
kids the values of responsibility as well as healthy eating habits. 

Through our partnership with Project Help, our members and 
staff were able to adopt 3 local families in need during their 
Christmas Family Adoption Program.
